AN ORDER REORGANIZING THI;I CITY PEACE AND ORDER COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF ISABELA, PROVINCE OF BASILAN

WHEREAS, Section 16 of Republic Act No. 7160, otherwise known as the 'Locgl
Government Code of 1991, mandates all local government units to ensure and maintain
peace and order within their respective jurisdictions, among other responsibilities;

WHEREAS, Executive Order No. 309 (s. 1988), as amended by Executive Orders Nos. 317
and 320 (both in 1988), Executive Order No. 739 (s. 2008), and Executive Order No. 773
(s. 2009), reorganized and strengthened the Peace and Order Councils (POCs) atall levels
to enhance coordination, collaboration, and inter-agency involvement in addressing
peace and order concerns nationwide;

WHEREAS, while Executive Order No. 739 streamlined the structural composition of the
POCs, Executive Order No. 773 further expanded their membership and functions to
ensure a more integrated, responsive, and effective mechanism for addressing peace and

order issues;

WHEREAS, Department of the Interior and Local Government (DILG) Memorandum
Circular No. 2019-143, dated August 27, 2019, codified and harmonized all existing
policies and issuances governing Peace and Order Councils, and likewise provided
updated guidelines on the formulation and implementation of Peace and Order and Public
Safety Plans (POPSP), the POPSP Policy Compliance Monitoring System (POPSP-PCMS),
and the POC Performance Audit;

NOW THEREFORE, I SITTI DJALIA TURABIN- HATAMAN, Mayor of Isabela City, by
virtue of the powers vested in me by the law, hereby order the following:
