Section 2. Duties and Functions of the City Anti-Drug Abuse Council

. and the validation of the PDEA Regional Director.

urnished to the DILG Isabela City Field Office. '

3. Recmh:e all barangays to submit, within ten (10) days from the creation of their
councils, the names, addresses, and pertinent information of all BADAC and BAT

members.

4. Receive and record the consolidated information report as submitted by the
BADAC Chairpersons.

5. Review the consolidated reports of cluster leaders for final consolidation and
submission to PDEA.

6. List endorsements or referrals drawn from Barangay Duty Officers regarding
drug dependents recommended for screening using the Alcohol, Smoking, and
Substance Involvement Screening Test (ASSIST).

7. Establish one-stop-shop facilities where assessment, interviews, counselling,
referrals, and/or processing of applications for petitions for confinement of drug
dependents and Persons Who Use Drugs (PWUDs) may be undertaken, including
those who voluntarily surrender for treatment and rehabilitation.

8. Designate a focal person responsible for ensuring compliance with Dangerous
Drugs Board (DDB) Regulations on the Voluntary Surrender of Drug Users and

Dependents, and coordinating the prescribed interventions.

Information System (IDMRIS) of the Dangerous Drugs Board.

Section 3. City CADAC Oversight Committee (CADCOM)

A City CADAC Oversight Committee (CADCOM) is hereby created..lts principal
function is to review documents submitted by barangays on drug-clearing qnd after
satisfying with all the requirements and parameters on barangay drqg-cieurmg shall
recommend to the Regional Oversight Committee for declaration of affected barangay

as Drug- Cleared/Free Barangay.

It shall regularly conduct monitoring on anti-drug initiatives of the City Government
of Isabela and all 45 barangays of the city, and shall ensure its sustainability.

it shall also conduct quarterly validation on the status off all drug cleared barangays

to ensure that the same are still drug free and, shall also perform all other function as
provided for in section 10 of Dangerous Drugs Board Regulation No. 3, series of 2017.
